Carefully remove the pre-
stamped indicator cut-out from
the fender panel template (item
15) as shown.

Align the fender panel template
(Item 15) with the rear edge and
fender grille location holes of the
RHS fender panel as shown.

Tape the template to the fender
panel with masking tape.

Mark all hole positions, snorkel
body outlet snout cut-out and the
new indicator hole position with a
felt tip pen.

Install the upper mounting
bracket (Item 3) to the snorkel
body (ltem 1) with hex bolts (Item
4).

Apply Loctite 243 to three of the
stainless steel mounting studs
(Item 7) and install the three
studs finger tight into the snorkel
body (ltem 1) mounting inserts

Do not install the 4™ mounting
stud into the lower insert position
Do Not Install

Place a strip of masking tape
along the A-pillar panel.

Carefully install the snorkel body
(Item 1) to the fender panel.

The snorkel body should be
positioned approximately 4mm
forward of the rear edge of the
fender panel as shown.

With the snorkel body correctly
positioned, mark the outline of
the upper mounting bracket (ltem
3) onto the masking tape.

Remove the snorkel body (ltem
1) from the vehicle and remove
the upper mounting bracket (ltem
3) from the snorkel body.

Position the upper mounting
bracket (Item 3) onto the A-pillar
and align the bracket with the
marked bracket outline. Mark the
three mounting hole positions
with a felt tip pen.

Drill a pilot hole at each of the
three marked hole positions. Drill
each hole position to 8mm
diameter with a step drill or 8mm
drill bit.

Warning: The A-pillar cavity is
filled with a pink coloured resin, it
may be necessary to use a small
screwdriver and hammer to clear
the holes for the plastic inserts
(extreme care must be taken
when doing this to ensure the
vehicles air bags are not dis-
charged).

Carefully install the snorkel body
(Item 1) to the fender panel, align
the snorkel body to the fender
panel and upper mounting
bracket.

When correctly aligned, fasten
the snorkel body to the fender
panel with body washers (ltem 8)
and nyloc nuts (Iltem 9).

Fasten the snorkel body to the
upper mounting bracket with hex
bolts (Item 4).

Apply Loctite 243 to the 4™
mounting stud (item 7) and install
the stud finger tight into the lower 4th Mounting Stud

snorkel body mounting insert.

Check the alignment of the
indicator spacer plate (item12) to
the new indicator hole position in
the fender panel, if necessary file
the mounting hole in the indicator
spacer plate to achieve correct
alignment.

Apply adhesive sealant to the
indicator spacer plate and secure
to the fender panel with body
washer (item 8) and nyloc nut

(9).

Clean-up any excess sealant.

The air cleaner inlet adaptor
must be removed and sealed.

Remove the two screws retaining
the air cleaner inlet adaptor and
remove the inlet adaptor, clean
surfaces and apply adhesive
sealant to the inlet adaptor, refit
the inlet adaptor and fasten the Aif ClesisT
two screws. If required apply Inlet Adaptor
extra sealant to ensure the
connection is totally sealed

INSTALLER OPTION :

The air cleaner housing base
contains a drain valve as shown.
The drain valve can permit water
to enter the air intake.

It is up to the installer to decide
whether the drain valve should
be sealed.

70/90mm Hose Clam

Loosely install a 70/90mm hose
clamp (Item 11) over the air
cleaner inlet adaptor, install the
air cleaner base into the vehicle
and fasten with standard
mounting bolts.

Shape the 70/90mm hose clamp
(item 11) to the oval shaped end
of the air entry hose (item 10).
(Note the orientation and position
of the 70/90mm hose clamp on
the air entry hose).

70/90mm Hose Clamp

Install the air entry hose (item 10)
through the hole in the inner
guard panel and onto the air
cleaner inlet adaptor, install the
oval shaped end of the air entry
hose onto the snorkel body
outlet.

Align the hose for best fitment,
correctly position the 70/90mm
hose clamps at either end of the g, kel Bogy Outiet
air entry hose and tighten.

Install the black hose clamp (ltem
14) loosely over the base of the
air ram assembly (ltem 2).

Install the air ram assembly onto
the snorkel body.

Align the air ram assembly and
tighten the black hose clamp
(Item 14).

Install the fender liner, mud flap, air cleaner element, air cleaner lid, reconnect sensor wiring

and any other items that may have been removed during the snorkel installation process.
